Election Commission on December 6, 2023.

14)Consider and possibly authorize necessary amendments and transfers to the FY24 Budget as
prepared and submitted by Assistant County Auditor Candice McKinney to accommodate for
a new Elections Department, utilizing Fund 010-490 (formerly called Election Expenses) by
creating the positions of Elections Administrator and Elections Clerk, transferring funds from
010-403 (Tax Assessor-Collector) and 010-499 (County Clerk) to the Elections Department
Budget that are currently associated with Voter Registration and Elections expenses; and
transferring $22,845.00 from ‘010-401-800 Contingency - General’ to make up the difference.

15)Discussion and possible action to set the amount of the Public Official Bond for the Elections
Administrator not to exceed $20,000.00, pursuant to § 31.040 Texas Election Code.
